Quadrennial Assembly, a Disciples Womenôs event, taught us to pray, sing, study, play and give thanks to the Source of 

all our blessings.  There were nearly 1,900 Disciple Women in attendance from all over the world.    

  

Each day had a theme.  There were morning and evening worship sessions that tied into each dayôs theme.  There were 

Awake to the Body of Christ ï Wednesday; Awake to the Treasure of Wisdom ï Thursday; Awake to the Song of Praise 

ï Friday; Awake to the Dance of Mission ï Saturday and Awake to Awaken the World - Sunday  

  

On Saturday, Patti Melton and I went on an afternoon mission trip.  Two motor coaches were waiting for 100 Disciples 

Women to take us to an old, brick warehouse in Greensboro.  We went to a county welfare resale shop where we unload-

ed boxes of personal care products donated by Wal-Mart and Samôs Club.  We opened  pallet loads of boxes and separat-

ed the products into assigned bins.  Broken sacks of diapers were taped closed.  Newer products were placed on the 

shelves.  We worked for three hours under the supervision of two welfare representatives.  

  

Over 90 workshops and break-out sessions were offered in the afternoons.  The workshops were an important part of the 

Quadrennial experience.   

  

There were over 80 exhibitors and booths.  I purchased jewelry for my siblings and colorful scarfôs for my daughters that 

were produced in Africa and the Palestine.  

  

Bras for a Cause were an exhibit of decorated bras to raise awareness of womenôs health issues.  One to those is breast 

cancer.  All the voting money was given to the Susan G. Komen Breast Cancer Foundation. 

  

Purses and books were donated to go to local shelters.  Offering boxes were on our dinner tables to help stop the cause 

of child labor and sex slavery.
